"The Lost Boys of Sudan, "Victory Gardens Theatre.  Fans of the Victory Gardens playwriting ensemble know that Lonnie Carter is a king of linguistic theatricality. "The Lost Boys of Sudan," a play for young people about the aftermath of the civil war in that challenged country, premiered to mixed reviews in 2007 at the Children's Theatre of Minneapolis. The piece is all about three Sudanese boys who find themselves in a refugee camp in Fargo, N. D., where they must comes to terms with their terrible losses and rebuild their lives.
